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Lithuanian names of new bird species of the world,
recent taxonomy and statistics
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The paper presents 84 names of new bird species of the world following the revi-

sion of their species, subspecies and superspecies in Latin, Lithuanian, English,
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German and French and recent taxonomy. Lithuanian names were coined and are
presented for the first time. Also, distribution of the presented new species and
subspecies is given. Furthermore, total number of all world’s bird species with a

definition of genera, families, tribes, suborders and orders including the newly
described bird species is presented.
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INTRODUCTION

Birds are one of the few zoological groups of
which we know, it seems, almost all species.
However, in 1843 we knew nearly half the species
we know today. This was the work of numerous
ornithologists who over the course of centuries
carried out relentless work and created efficient
organizations and actions. For most people with
a birding interest the greatest of all thrills would
certainly be to discover a new bird species. Many
of them risked their lives to study the birds of
unexplored lands, for ornithology has ever requi-
red the service not only of the intellect, but of
the heart.

Around the mid-1900s, the feeling was that
the period of discovery of new bird species was
practically at its end. But things did not go quite
that way, however. In recent years there has been a
rapid change in species-level taxonomy. Many lo-
cal bird populations previously ranked as subspe-
cies of widespread species are now recognized
as being separate species in various lists. These
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changes are based on new and better insights,
especially using modern molecular methods. The
development of techniques of molecular genetics
made it possible to trace backwards the accumu-
lation of genetic changes and even estimate past
changes in the size and structure of populations,
and to determine the time when gene flow bet-
ween the populations ceased. In addition to these
new approaches for documenting the origins of
species, there has been great progress in studying
the adaptational changes that take place after
completed speciation, when sister-species have
become sufficiently different to live together in
the same geographical territory, and then com-
pete for resources (Fjeldsa, 2013 a, b).

MATERIALS AND METHODS

In 2009 (the second edition in 2012) The Dictio-
nary of Bird Names was issued by the Institute
of Ecology (Nature Research Centre) in Lithu-
ania. Before the appearance of this dictionary the
Lithuanian avian nomenclature did not exceed
1 500 bird names. What is more, Lithuanian na-
mes for the world’s bird species were not well-es-
tablished and uniform. Until now the Lithuanian
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avian nomenclature could offer names just for
15% of the world’s species. The already approved
names of the world’s birds were borrowed from
published scientific sources, the material accu-
mulated at the Institute of Ecology of Nature Re-
search Centre being used as well. The major part
of bird names included in the dictionary (over
11 000 Lithuanian names) were coined and are
presented for the first time. The second edition
of the dictionary presents a total of 12 620 na-
mes of the class of birds (orders, suborders, fami-
lies, subfamilies, tribes, genera and species). The
main part of the dictionary consists of entries for
systematic groups of birds. Each entry includes a
name in Latin with Lithuanian, English, German,
French and Russian equivalents indicated furt-
her. At the end of the dictionary the reader will
find indices of bird names in six languages. All
information presented is coordinated with infor-
mation in the Handbook of the Birds of the World
(1992-2011).

Every year new data derived from molecular
techniques are coming in so thick and fast that
some of the accounts in Handbook of the Birds
of the World were already out of date when they
were first published. By the way, the species des-
cribed (or validated) during the 20 years sin-
ce the first Handbook of the Birds of the World
volume went to press comprise one kiwi, 8-10
tube-nosed seabirds (exact numbers depending
on varying opinions about their validity), three
raptors, two species of wildfowl, four rails, one
snipe, 5-7 parrots, 15 owls, three nightjars,
five hummingbirds, one hornbill, two barbets,
and 76 passerines (41 suboscine and at least 43
songbirds). Most of these are species with a small
range, being confined to a single island or a small
section of a mountain region. And only few are
more widely distributed. Thus, by far the majo-
rity of the new species discoveries published in
this period refer to passerines, and many of the-
se were published in time to be included in the
last Handbook of the Birds of the World volumes.
Many additional putative species are known, at
least in some circles, but the details have not yet
been formally published and accepted. There may
still be a further 100 new species to be described,
as the evolutionary and ecological relationships
among all birds become properly understood
(Fjeldsa, 2013 b).

The main material for this publication was
collected from the Special Volume New Species
and Global Index of the Handbook of the Birds of
the World (Barcelona, 2013; Chapters: New Bird
Species and Original Scientific Descriptions), in
which additional number of 84 new bird species
was presented. These are the remaining species
not included into 16 volumes of the Handbook of
the Birds of the World. For these new bird species
new Lituanian names were coined and are pre-
sented for the first time in this paper.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

After inclusion of new bird species into the
taxonomy of birds of the world the number of
bird species in separate systematic groups has
changed. Recently in the systematics of birds the-
re are 9 970 species classified into 2176 genera,
203 families (with 125 subfamilies and 58 tribes),
45 suborders and 28 orders (Table). The order
of Passeriformes with 6 005 species assigned to
it boasts the highest number of species. Other
species-rich orders are as follows: Apodiformes
(429 species), Psittaciformes (361 species), Pici-
formes (350 species) and Charadriiformes (344
species). The family of birds distinguished for
the highest number of species is Tyrannidae (435
species). The number of species in the given fa-
milies is as follows: Thraupidae — nearly 286, Psit-
tacidae — 340, Turdidae - 338, Trochilidae - 333,
Timaliidae - 310, Columbidae - 309, Sylvii-
dae - 269, Accipitridae - 239, Furnariidae - 239
species. On the other hand, there are also single-
species families such as Struthionidae, Dromaii-
dae, Opisthocomidae, Dromadidae, Upupidae,
and Dulidae.

In the Annex is presented the taxonomy after
inclusion of new bird species into the taxonomy
of birds of the world which combines a total of
12 705 names of the class of birds (orders, sub-
orders, families, subfamilies, tribes, genera, spe-
cies).
