Akademineés teritorijos Lietuvoje

Akademinés teritorijos suponuoja tam tikras akademininky gentis, kurios siekia i$plésti savo Zemiy
ribas gretimy teritorijy saskaita. Viena, akademininky gentys kovoja tarpusavyje kaip pretendentés j ta
pacia idirbama zeme. Kita, akademininky genties tapatumas iskyla tik konkuruojanciy genciy konteks-
te. Kitaip tariant, akademiné kova neatsiejama nuo tam tikry tapatumy gamybos. Be to, komunikuojant
konkuruojantiems akademininkams, gaminamos ir naujos jdirbtinos teritorijos. Akademines teritorijas
Zymi ne tik tokios akademininky darbo vietos kaip universitetai ar institutai, bet ir mokslo Zurnalai,
mokslo (finansavimo) politika, eksperty galios apraiskos, (ne)toleruojami mokslo mitai ir pan.

Negalédami aprépti jvairiy akademiniy teritorijy aspekty $iame numeryje orientuosimeés j Lietu-
vos atvejus, kuriuos nagrinédami pratesime ankstesniy numeriy temas. Sis regioninis kontekstas — taip
pat tam tikra akademiné teritorija, dél kurios varzosi akademinés gentys ir kuri randasi komunikuo-
jant su tam tikry idéjy skleidéjais. Akademiniy idéjy $altinio (centro) vaidmenj gali atlikti tiek istoriné
(antikiné), tiek $iuolaikiné moksliné bendrija, telkianti ir kreipianti akademininky armijas. Ta¢iau bet
kokiu atveju perduotos idéjos iskyla kaip kreipiancios tik tam tikrame jdirbamame regione. Si intelek-
tinio centro ir akademiniy regiony dialektika pravercia randantis naujiems akademiniams - individo,
bendrijos, tautos - tapatumams.

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EDITORIAL

Academical Territories in Lithuania

The academic territories presuppose certain academic tribes that try to remove the borders of their
territories at the expense of neighbouring territories. On the one hand, the academic tribes are fighting
with each other as the claimants to the same territory to be cultivated. On the other hand, the identity
of an academic tribe emerges only in context of the competitive tribes. In other words, academic fight is
inseparable from production of certain identities. Beside this, also new territories to be cultivated have
been produced in a communication of competitive academicians. The academic territories have been
signified not only by such workplaces of the academicians as the universities and the scientific institutes
but also by the academic journals, the scientific (financial) policy, the manifestations of experts’ power,
the scientific myths to be (non)tolerated and so on.

Being unable to cover different aspects of academic territories, we will orient this issue towards
Lithuanian cases, by analysing of which we will continue the topics of the previous issues. This regional
context is also a certain academic territory that emerges by communicating with the spreaders of cer-
tain ideas and is a subject of academic tribes’ competition. The role of academic ideas” source could be
played by both a historical (antique) and contemporary scientific community that recruits and directs
academic armies. However, the transmitted ideas emerge as directing only in a certain region to be cul-
tivated. This dialectics of the intellectual centre and academic regions serves the new academic identities
of an individual, a community, and the nation.

The issue has two rubrics. The authors of the rubric Tribes of the Intellectuals and Their Territories
analyse the borders of academic territories, anti-feminism of the women intellectuals, as well as capital-
ism in the eyes of formerly young intellectuals. The authors of the rubric The Antique Sources of Contem-
porary Academic Territories turn back to antique ideas relevant for the Lithuanian academic region.
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
