Akademikas Juras Pozela (1925-2014) buvo iskilus Lietuvos fizikas ir visuomenés veikéjas, placiai zinomas
Lietuvos ir pasaulio akademinéje bendruomenéje. Aukstojo mokslo studijas pradéjes Vilniuje, J. Pozela jas
baigé Maskvos M. Lomonosovo universitete. Grizes i Vilniy 1952 m., pradéjo moksling veikla Vilniaus
valstybinio universiteto Eksperimentinés fizikos katedroje, kuriai tuo metu vadovavo prof. Povilas Braz-
dzitnas. Jo paskatintas, J. PoZela jstojo j aspirantiirg ir iSvyko j Leningrada gilinti Ziniy apie puslaidininkiy
savybes stipriuose elektriniuose laukuose pas akademika Abrama F. Jofe. 1956 m. Leningrado valstybi-
niame universitete sékmingai apgynes fizikos-matematikos moksly kandidato disertacijg, J. Pozela grjzo i
Vilniy ir pradéjo dirbti Lietuvos MA Fizikos-technikos institute, kur vysté nauja plazminiy reiskiniy pus-
laidininkiuose moksliniy tyrimy kryptj. J. PoZela jéjo j mokslo istorija kaip puslaidininkiy fizikos mokslinés
mokyklos Lietuvoje jkiiréjas. Jo iniciatyva 1967 m. buvo jkurtas Puslaidininkiy fizikos institutas.

Akademikas J. Pozela buvo labai produktyvus mokslininkas, paskelbes daugiau kaip 400 moksliniy
straipsniy, 9 monografijas, tapes daugiau kaip 100 i$radimy autoriumi. J. Pozela iSugdé 48 moksly dakta-
rus. Dirbdamas intensyvy mokslinj darba, jis aktyviai dalyvavo ir mokslinéje-organizacinéje bei visuome-
ninéje veikloje, buvo iSrinktas Lietuvos moksly akademijos viceprezidentu (1972), prezidentu (1984), LR

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ACADEMICIAN JURAS POZELA: A TRIBUTE ON HIS
100TH ANNIVERSARY

‘Science in Lithuania should not be provincial. It is an expression of the intellectual capabilities of the na-
tion and an indicator of its civilization. Science and culture are not servants of the state, but a creative
contribution to the process of human civilization!

Juras Pozela

Academician Juras Pozela (1925-2014) was an outstanding Lithuanian physicist and public figure, wide-
ly recognized in the Lithuanian and international academic communities. Having started his higher
education studies in Vilnius, Juras Pozela completed them at M. Lomonosov University in Moscow.
Returning to Vilnius in 1952, he began his scientific activities at Vilnius University in the Department
of Experimental Physics, which at that time was headed by Prof. P. Brazdzitinas. Encouraged by him,
J. Pozela entered PhD studies and went to Leningrad to deepen his knowledge studying the properties of
semiconductors in strong electric fields under the supervision of Academician A. E Ioffe. In 1956, after
successfully defending his Candidate of Physical and Mathematical Sciences Dissertation at the Lenin-
grad State University, J. Pozela returned to Vilnius and began working at the Institute of Physics and
Technology of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences, where he developed a new research direction of
plasma phenomena in semiconductors. Juras Pozela entered the history of science as the founder of
the scientific school of semiconductor physics in Lithuania. On his initiative, the Semiconductor Physics
Institute was established in 1967.

Academician Juras Pozela was a highly productive scientist, having published more than 400 scien-
tific papers and 9 monographs, and being the owner of over 100 inventions. J. Pozela supervised 48
doctoral graduates. Alongside his intensive research, he was actively involved in scientific-organizational
and public activities, serving as Vice President of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences (1972), President
of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences (1984), and a Member of the Parliament of the Republic of Lithu-
ania (1992-1996). More information about this distinguished scientist and his principal publications can
be found in Lithuanian Journal of Physics 45(6), 420-422 (2005), and 55(4), i-iii (2015).

On the occasion of the 100th anniversary of the birth of Academician Juras Pozela, the Editorial
Board of the Lithuanian Journal of Physics honours this eminent scientist — the founder of the scientific
school of semiconductor physics in Lithuania — by dedicating this issue to semiconductor and solid-state
physics and publishing articles prepared by his colleagues and their students.
