The articles and reviews should be original. The areas
of research are the following: philosophy including
phenomenology, hermeneutics, history of philosophy,
and aesthetics, as well as sociology including social
theory, demography, and social pedagogy. Every first
and third numbers are philosophical and every second
and fourth numbers are sociological. The journal pro-
vides extensive reviews of original or translated books
recently published in Lithuania and abroad.

The languages are Lithuanian and English.

In the introduction, the object and goal of research, the
methods applied, a review of references and its analy-
sis, etc. should be presented.

An article should include the following parts: title, the
authors’ first and second names, affiliation, address,
introduction, the main text, conclusions, the list of
references, summary, key words, data about the author
(grade, position), email.

Every article is peer-reviewed by two scientists.

The authors are expected to use the Harvard reference
system. For instance: According to Brutish, ‘the sense
and nonsense are correlative phenomena of our living
world’ (Brutish 1993: 131).
